Race Preview: ORANGESANDLEMONS has done little wrong in her two runner-up efforts at Newcastle to date and a breakthrough 

victory looks imminent. Ed Bethell's filly ticks plenty of the right boxes and she can repel chief threat Sweet Couture, who only gave 

way in the closing stages when third over a mile at Kempton so a return to 7f is probably in her favour. Song Of Dubai looks the pick 

of the newcomers and a market check is advised.

Dam a lightly raced maiden.

Placed twice in three starts. Third of 14 behind Nanny Park beaten 1/2l at 7-1 

on her latest outing at Kempton over 1m in December last year.

Finished 5l behind Perfect Life when fourth of 7 at 40-1 on her racecourse 

debut here over 1m 1f in December last year.

Placed in both starts. Beaten 1/2l by Kameel when second of 10 at 8-11fav 

on her latest outing at Newcastle over 7f in December last year.

Race Preview: Having scored a shade cosily over 7f here last time out, ENOLA GREY looks more than capable of defying a 2lb 

higher mark. A return to an extended mile should pose little issue for Gemma Tutty's mare and, dropping in class, she rates as the 

one to beat. Radiant Beauty arrives on the back of a narrow C&D defeat and she may serve the most resistance to the selection, 

ahead of the lightly-raced Samra Star.
