although Crown Of Dreams could progress now switched to turf.

NAVY LIGHT - ANCHIANO - MR DARLING

Race Preview: The Fahey yard won this three years on the spin from 2022-2024 and NAVY LIGHT can provide them with yet more 

success. The Supremacy colt made a pleasing introduction at Ripon and although he lacked a change of gear, the youngster can 

put the experience to good use. Anchiano fetched 110,000gns at the Craven Breeze-Ups last month and must be respected ahead 

of his debut. Mr Darling appeals most of the remainder.

Brazen's recent success at Nottingham, but it could be the turn of SHERLOCK once again. Kevin Ryan's four-year-old won over 5f 

at Newcastle in February and, having finished a creditable second over 6f at Thirsk last month, is taken to open his account on turf
