Singapore Pools proudly supported the 
launch of the NAFA UAS Symposium 2025, 
contributing to an initiative that brings the arts 
and mental wellness together to strengthen 
care and wellbeing in the community.

The symposium marked the launch of Healing 
Arts Singapore, Asia’s first national-level arts 
and health initiative that aims to embed the 
arts within systems of care. Through evidence-
informed and scalable approaches, the initiative 
seeks to improve wellbeing across Singapore 
and the wider Western Pacific region.

Healing Arts Singapore is co-led by the National 
University of Singapore Centre for Music and 
Health at the Yong Siew Toh Conservatory of 
Music, the Nanyang Academy of Fine Arts, 
the University of the Arts Singapore, and the 
Jameel Arts and Health Lab. This multi-year 
initiative forms part of the Jameel Arts and 
Health Lab’s global Healing Arts campaign, 
produced in collaboration with the World Health 
Organisation.

The initiative began with a five-day programme 
from 8 to 12 December 2025, featuring 
academic symposia, policy meetings, capacity-
building workshops and artist commissions. 
A key milestone of the launch will be the 
appointment of Asias first Healing Arts Centre 
of Excellence.

Supporting the symposium underscores our 
ongoing commitment to championing the arts 
and promoting mental wellness as a vital social 
cause, contributing to healthier and more 
inclusive communities through creativity and 
care.
